I thought it might be useful if I created a newsletter to provide information that you might find useful. 

Stop Press

There is a virus going around which imitates your email address and sends emails with viruses in them as an attachment (.exe) to all the addresses in your address book. It’s called “W32/Klez-G (or E or H)”. Several of my clients have received these “germ ridden” things appearing to have come from me. As a general rule I would only be sending you an .html or a .jpg file and these files do not carry viruses. If you are in any doubt about any email, delete it; do not open the attachment as that is where the virus is hidden. If it has supposedly come from me, and you are suspicious, delete it and email me. If it was genuine I can easily send you another.

If you think you might be infected you can remove the virus from your hard drive by using some free “removal tool” software at http://www.sarc.com/avcenter/venc/data/w32.klez.h@mm.html
Your Machine tips

Always have an up to date virus protector. You can get the “Norton” anti-virus software from www.symantec.com (or buy it from PC World as it takes ages to download.) Then every week or so you really need to download the updates from the symantec website. This is fairly quick and easy to do.

Outlook Express tips

Would you like to have your domain name email address on your email when you email out? This is useful for addresses which have been forwarded. 

Your domain name email address could look like this:- enquiries@crownhotel.com

Your Internet Service Provider email address could look like this:- mary@aol.com

It looks much better on your business emails to have the domain name email address on the top.

1) Open Outlook Express and click on "Tools" then "Accounts". 

2) Highlight the account which is the address your Internet Service Provider gave you and click "Properties"

3) At the bottom of this box you will see a window which says "Reply Address"

4) Type in your domain name email address and click "OK"

5) Close the Internet Accounts window.

Next time you send an email, your domain name email address will be at the top and you will also be able to select your personal address if you wish.

Internet Explorer tips

Your machine stores webpages which you have visited lately. When you visit those pages again, your machine will likely display the pages from the cache on your computer and not fresh from the internet. To see a fresh page click the “refresh” button. This is at the top under the word “favorites” and is a square icon with two roundy arrows on it.

You should clear this cache out from time to time. In Internet Explorer, click “Tools” then “Internet Options” and in the middle of the window you will see “Temporary Internet Files” and a button which says “delete files”. Click this button and go and make a cup of tea while you are waiting. It may take ages.

Tips for your website (links)

If you want your website to do well in search engines you should have links on it which link to useful places. These links should be checked from time to time to make sure they are still active. Hazel and Pat at sitemaker1.com make checks on these regularly but if you could do these checks as well, it would help. 

The more links you have, the better. Many search engines including Google run their popularity algorithms on number of links. To this end, we run our own mini “link farm” you can see this by scrolling to the bottom of the first page of your website and clicking on the first dot after the Website design"sitemaker1.com" notice. On this page we have a list of all the websites we have created.
