Google provides results to both Yahoo and AOL, so most of the searches at these places ultimately get served by Google. 

New Links Page Venture
Following Google’s emphasis on links, I have started a new venture which you may be interested in. For £15 I put an extra page on your website to house your links. (Some of you may already have a links page). On this page I put an email form for other website owners to apply for a reciprocal link. This reply form gets emailed straight to me and I arrange the links for £20 a year. Gradually your linkspage fills up and when you have a hundred links, I am afraid you will have to buy another page ! It is important that you spend a couple of minutes each day setting up links as well. I will let you know how to do this. 
Interestingly, some of the larger websites offering links do put your link on their site for a short while, but soon, they mysteriously disappear ! It is a fact that links in to your site are beneficial to you, but too many links out, especially to non relevant sites can go against you. I would be wary of these larger sites.
