 What’s a sitemap?

If we are submitting/optimizing your site you may have noticed a new word at the bottom of you home page saying “Sitemap”. Previously we created optimized link pages that would be picked up by search engines; the purpose was so to encourage the engines to improve your rankings for certain phrases. These link pages were linked by small dots on the bottom of you home page. Many engines are now regarding this as simply an attempt to get positioned higher without offering content. To comply with this we are now making these links-pages available to the search engines, only courtesy of text instead of a dot. So rather than clutter up your home page with text we are creating a special page which contains this text. This is the sitemap. If you would like more information about this, please email us.
