Google Analytics
If you are interested in finding out more statistics about who’s visiting your site, from where, how long do they stay, etc,  then you can get a FREE tool from Google. (It used to be sold by Urchinstats for $199 and Google bought them out) The downside is that Google are able to track your visitors too. (but does that matter?)
Here’s an overview :-

      The four graphics in this report provide a quick snapshot of visits to your site ie
· the total number of visits and pageviews your site received, the average number of pageviews per visit (P/V), and the number of visits and pageviews over time 

· the number of first-time visits and returning visits 

· the cities from which the most visitors come to your site 

· your top referral sources. 
It takes a week or so to get data to show, but if you’re interested in looking at your web visit data it can be useful. To make it happen you need to go here: http://www.google.com/analytics/
And sign up. Then email me the “cut & paste” part to put onto your site, wait a week or so then sign in and see. (At the moment they are being overwhelmed with requests, so you might need to wait a few days)

Triangular links
If we optimise your site for search engines, here is some information regarding your links pages and a strategy that we are doing to improve your ranking

Google give high rankings for sites which have a lot of good incoming links. They give an even higher ranking if those incoming links do not link back. ie they are not reciprocated. It is impossible to find sites which will give you a link without having one in return. After all why should they, what's in it for them ? 

 

So, I have divided all my websites in to three groups, A, B and C with about 90 sites in each group.

the sites in group A vote for the sites in group B

the sites in group B vote for the sites in group C

the sites  in group C vote for the sites in group A

 

Like this, none of the 90 websites that you are linking to on your links pages will be linking back to you, but a different group will be linking to you. If you would like a list of those sites which link to you, please email us.
On your links page, there is a form for visitors to fill in if they would like a reciprocal link. Although the salutation is to you, the return address is to us. This way, you do not get bothered with link enquiries.
