Google -update & Sandboxing

This is often the time of year that clients like to Spring-clean their sites, or even have a complete make-over. With that in mind I thought it worth pointing out some of the implications that could occur with Google. First I need to clarify some terms. 

Sandbox - The sandbox is where Google puts new Web sites for anywhere from a week to three months or longer. The intent is to avoid having new sites pop up out of nowhere to be top of the page results for a specific search. See (http://www.askdavetaylor.com/stuck_in_the_google_sandbox_or_delisted.html)
What can happen is that if a site is changed considerably and Googles re-spiders it, it can then regard it as a new site and puts it into the Sandbox. This means it can then be several weeks before it is found on Google. This would only occur if the site had been altered considerably.
One way around this could be to buy a new name, create the new (revamped) site and let it get sandboxed. Then once it’s out in the open again, link the two sites together.
