Your Machine tips

If you fancy your favourite picture on your desktop, go to “start” then “settings” then “control panel” then “display”. On the “background” tab you can browse your hard drive for a special pic. Click “apply” then “ok”.

Outlook Express tips

I have no idea if this works or not. It wouldn’t hurt to try it and I would welcome any feedback from you if you have discovered that it works (or doesn’t work) I received this from a client :-

As you may know, when/if a worm virus gets into your computer it heads straight for your email address book, and sends itself to everyone in there, thus infecting all your friends and associates. 

This trick won't keep the virus from getting into your computer, but it will stop it from using your address book to spread further, and it will alert you to the fact, that the worm has got into your system.

WHAT YOU DO ~

open your address book;

click on "new contact" (just as you would do if you were adding a new friend to your list of email addresses);

type  AAAAAAA   (in the window where you would type your friend's first name)

type in WormAlert@somewhere.com  (in the window below where it prompts you to enter the new email address);

and complete everything by clicking add, enter, ok, etc.

WHAT YOU HAVE DONE & WHY IT WORKS ~  

the "name" AAAAAAA will be placed at the top of your address book as entry #1. This will be where the worm will start in an effort to send itself to all your friends;  but when it tries to send itself to AAAAAAA, it will be undeliverable because of the phony email address you entered (WormAlert@somewhere.com);  

If the first attempt fails (which it will because of the phony address), the worm goes no further and your friends will not be infected.

THE SECOND GREAT ADVANTAGE is  ~ 

If an email cannot be delivered, you will be notified of this in your Inbox almost immediately. 

Hence, if you ever get an email telling you that an email addressed to WormAlert@somewhere.com could not be delivered, you know right away that you have the worm virus in your system. You can then take steps to get rid of it.

Internet Explorer tips

Did you ever get annoyed at squinting at small text while surfing the net? In Internet Explorer at the top, go to “view” then “text size” and you can alter the size of the text that your machine displays in your browser.

Tips for your website 

I have spent a long time studying search engines and my strategy is this, I submit regularly keeping to the rules of each search engine. I work out which qualities your top competitors websites in each of the top 20 or so search engines has got. (They must be the right ones otherwise they wouldn't be at the top  ! ) Then I copy these qualities on to some dummy pages on your website, different for every search engine. You can see these dummy pages by clicking on the tiny dots at the bottom of your first page. They don’t look much to us, but they are all different and the web crawlers rank your website according to the information on these pages.
 

I go back every month and check and re-submit if necessary. Why don't others do it so they all get on the first search page? Its the bother ! My system is meticulous, quite technical and very time consuming. I have to be accurate and have the patience of a saint - but it works. 

In a 12 word submission you will get twice as much exposure as a 6 word submission as there are twice as many pages/words being submitted. However it does cost twice as much :o)
21% of my websites have first page entries on between 1 and 4 search engines. I have not been submitting these for very long.

79% of my websites have first page entries on 5 or more of the top search engines.

These figures are rising all the time.
