Foreign Search Engines :-
A number of clients have asked about “foreign” search engines. We have now updated our search engine software to account for this option.  Many junk mail offers to submit to foreign engines (for free) are doing the rounds – but – same as for UK/US engines it’s of little use submitting if you are not going to be ranked and found on the first/second page. 
This is where our “expertise” comes in by creating doorway pages that contain your keywords.
 The cost - Basically I charge 50p a month to submit your 12 keywords to one search engine. So if you needed to target the 10 top engines in Germany for example, that would be £5 a month. Or you could target MSN in 9 countries for £4.50 a month

Outlook Express tips
 

Did you ever wonder how you could back up your emails easily or save them whilst you upgrade your operating system? First of all glance through them and delete any junk mail or old stuff. This will make the file smaller and easier to work with. Your emails are stored as .dbx files. First go to My Computer>tools>folder options>view tab and make sure the “show hidden files & folders” is checked. Now all you have to do is to go to “start” then “search” (or “find”) then “for files or folders”. Search your c: drive for inbox.dbx  When it has been found, look at the top and you will see the pathway where it is. Write this down carefully. Close the search window. Then, following the pathway you have written down, go looking for the inbox.dbx file. When you find it you can then copy it and save it somewhere safe. Now that’s the difficulty, it may be a very large file. You could burn it on to a cd, save it to a zip drive or send it to another computer networked to yours. You can also save the sentitems.dbx in the same way.
