I cannot think how it works, but it does. See the front of my site, www.sitemaker1.com it says “Email” It is only when you click it that you can you see my email address. My email address is not in the code of the webpage. It is encrypted and says this instead  :- %68%61%7A%65%6C%40%73%69%74%65%6D%61%6B%65%72%31%2E%63%6F%6D – magic or what ?

This does not apply if you have an email return form.
